Ride the city! 
Tasks / Manifesto
1. Széchenyi híd (bridge)
A prodigy, the Hungarian Waggon- and Machinery Factory Shareholding Co. was founded in 1896, and by 1901, they received orders for railway cargo and personal waggons from all over the world. The blacksmith workshop, built after the plans of Gustave Eiffel in 1906 was one of the most modern of its age.
Question: what color is the machinery behind Árkád shopping centre, in the place of the old waggon factory?
a) black
b) black and red
c) black and blue
2. Kossuth híd (bridge)
The square got its name, Dunakapu, from the gate of the erstwhile fort (Duna= Danube, kapu=gate), which gate is still to be seen in the city museum today. The city of Györ was under Turkish rule from 1594, and recently, excavations under the square revealed the „pleasure tower” of Ali pasha, from whom Hungarians later reconquered the city.
Task: What is the legend of the iron rooster about?
a) During the Turkish rule, the rooster was nailed on the wall to make fun of Hungarians
b) A famous blacksmith presented the iron rooster to the city of Györ after the reconquest
c) The iron rooster "crowed" when Hungarians took the fort back.
3. Vásárhelyi híd  (bridge)
The public calls this bridge Kis Böske ("little Lizzy”) and Kis-Erzsébet as well. This is because this small bridge was built from the surplus material of the Erzsébet (Elizabeth) bridge of Budapest, and it also reminds the onlooker of that. Aranypart, the beach area, and its building, Lapos tanszék (Flat department) which is a pub serves as a very popular place for young people.
Task: find out how much is a mug of beer from the best beer of the region in Lapos.
4. Rába kettös híd (double bridge)
This bridge arches over Radó island, the only (real) island of he city. On the place of its war memorial stood the first stone theatre of Györ, which was demolished later. The island is bordered by two branches of the Rába river, and in the little wooden pavilion orchestras play in summer.
Task: how many bridges are connected to the Radó island?
5. Petöfi híd (bridge)
This bridge was built on the place of the Hosszú híd (long bridge) in 1932-33. This was the first welded construction of this kind of length in Europe. The bridge was blown up by the Germans in WWII, and the waggon factory built this new one. The former synagogue stands since 1870 here, and it served as a model for other cities’ synagogue builders for a long time.
Task: What shape does the central square of the synagogue have?
6. Rómer ház (Rómer House)
This cultural centre was named after a Benedict teacher, a famous inventor. There is a cinema, an underground club and an exhibition room in it. The Mediawave film festival has its screenings here, and the place was opened by Emir Kusturica. At the moment, some civil organizations are fighting for its survival, and there is a charity festival all weekend for Rómer.
Question: What hangs from the neck of the Tibetan girl on the photo of the downstairs concert room?
7. Vaskakas Bábszínház (Puppet Theatre Iron Rooster)
The puppet theatre has been working for over 16 years, where performances are held for adults, children as well as babies. Children love this place, but also adults are enchanted by the zigzaggy, fairy tale world of the theatre.
Task: What fruit can you see on the information stand of the theatre?
